| couldn't believe how happy and excited my companion-in-flight really was. His passenger,
however, had ten fingernails imbedded in the seat cushion. | stared longingly for
something—anything—through the blanket of white fog surrounding us. Our flight record
may have indicated two passengers on that eerie Monday morning, but | can vouch for at
least three. An unyielding creature called Fear and | shared the same seat.

Fear. What a monster! Razor-sharp claws, dripping with the blood of the unknown and
unseen. Piercing voice, shouting ugly, destructive words of worry. Most of Fear's statements
begin with a quiet, "Whatif . . . ?" and end with a loud ". . . and you'll be sorry!" One blast of
its awful breath transforms saints into cynics.

Fear can reverse our entire mind-set. Its bite shoots a paralyzing venom into our veins, and
before long, doubt dulls our vision. As we fall, Fear steps on our face with the weight of a
massive tank . . . and laughs at our crippled condition as it prepares for another pounce.

Ever met this beast? Sure you have. It comes in all shapes and every size. Fear of failure.

unemployment. Fear of what others are saying about you. Fear of leaving the familiar. Fear
- of disaster or depth or distance. Fear of trusting others. Fear of being yourself. Fear of

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Around every imaginable corner, Fear lurks in the shadows, planning to poison your inner peace and outward poise.
Being a bully, it relies on scare tactics and surprise attacks. It watches for your vulnerable moments, then picks the lock
that safeguards your heart. As Fear invades, it reduces your spiritual muscles to a mass of mental mush. The
prognosis, once you're infected, is neither bright nor cheery.

David's twenty-seventh psalm scratches the fearful where we itch. With broad, bold strokes of his pen, the monarch of
Israel puts iron in our bones. He meets Fear at the door of his home with two questions:

Whom shall | fear? Whom shall | dread? (Psalm 27:1)
David slams that door in Fear's face with the declaration:
My heart will not fear; . . . In spite of this | shall be confident! (27:3)

David then whistles and hums to himself as he walks back into the family room, kitchen, or master bedroom, reminding
himself of the secrets of daily trust:

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The Bible Is Objective Truth e the

I believe it’s very evident that if one comes to Woodville Community Church for any

length of time, they will soon discover that this church is completely sold out to the

Bible and all that it teaches. We here at Woodville Church believe that every word is breathed out by God, and
that it is our responsibility to be teaching that word faithfully throughout the year. This is more important now

than ever. Many churches have left the basic practice of the Church of teaching Scripture.

More and more | hear of places who may not deny the Bible, but when it comes to a yearly systematic plan of
preaching, it has slid down the slippery slope of “felt need” messages that begin with a topic, rather than the text
of Scripture. But systematic exegetical Bible preaching begins with the text first — allowing the text to meet the
need. That is what God’s intention for church ministry is all about — only the Biblical text gives us the truth we

stand in need of.

Perhaps the greatest lie of postmodernism is the belief that we can define truth and determine reality from within

ourselves. But the subjective realm of feelings and impressions is the worst place to go in any quest for truth.

God wrote a Book—just one Book—and in it He was able to say everything He wanted to say. He said it without
error, without flaw, and without anything omitted or unnecessarily included. It is the truth, the whole truth, and
nothing but the truth. And God gave His book to man through the means of inspiration, by which the Spirit of God
moved in human writers who recorded the very words that God wanted them to write. People may believe or
disbelieve the Bible, but no one has the power or the prerogative to establish truth or to change it. It is fixed, once

for all—the Word of God is settled forever in heaven. This is profoundly essential.

That’s an important distinction we must not miss—the truth did not come from man. Man may discover, learn,
understand, and apply it, but man has nothing to do with its origination. The apostle Peter—himself one of the
inspired biblical authors—wrote that Scripture was not developed by the will of man, but by those “moved by the
Holy Spirit” (2 Peter 1:21) to record God’s words. No human being has ever had in himself any idea, thought, or
experience that determined any divine truth—it all comes from God alone. No human or angel has ever been, or

will ever be, a source for establishing divine truth. God’s Word alone accomplishes this.

Scripture itself attests to its divine author. The Old Testament contains more than 3,800 instances in which the
writers claim to be speaking the Word of God. In the New Testament, there are more than 300 such assertions.

Paul claims that he received the gospel not from man but from God (Galatians 1:11-12). In 1 Timothy 5:18, Paul

quotes Luke’s gospel and refers to it as Scripture. In 2 Peter 3:15-16, Peter calls Paul’s writings Scripture. And

Jude quotes Peter’s epistle (Jude 18), signifying similar biblical credibility. Altogether, the Old and New
Testaments abundantly testify that they are the true Word of God.

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And as the Word of God, the Bible has no expiration date. Peter extolls the timeless quality of Scripture in his first
epistle, declaring, “The word of the Lord endures forever” (1 Peter 1:25). Time has no influence on God’s Word.
Changing philosophies, worldviews, and cultural norms have no effect on it either. It is utterly unchanging and can

never pass away. “Heaven and earth will pass away,” Jesus said, “but My words will not pass away” (Luke 21:33).

Perhaps the best way to understand the objective truth of Scripture is to hear the testimony of the One who is most
trustworthy—the Lord Jesus Himself. He testified to the truth of God’s Word, down to every detail. He said, “It is
easier for heaven and earth to pass away than for one stroke of a letter of the Law to fail” (Luke 16:17). He
consistently taught that He had come to fulfill the Word of God. In Matthew 5:17, He said, “Do not think that I
came to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I did not come to abolish but to fulfill.” He affirmed, “All things which
are written through the prophets about the Son of Man will be accomplished” (Luke 18:31). Looking ahead to the

cross, Jesus said, “The Son of Man is to go, just as it is written of Him” (Matthew 26:24). Later in the same

chapter, He rebuked Peter for drawing his sword, reminding the impetuous disciple that He could call down
legions of angels for assistance if He wished. Explaining that His arrest was part of God’s plan, He said, “How

then will the Scriptures be fulfilled?”” (Matthew 26: 54). He even called attention to incredibly specific prophetic

details in Scripture. Psalm 22: 1 predicted that the Messiah would cry out and say, “My God, my God, why have

You forsaken me?” Hanging on the cross, Jesus exclaimed those words verbatim (Matthew 27: 46). His life

fulfilled everything that was written about Him, thus affirming Scripture’s truthfulness.

Scripture testifies to its own inspiration; it is the Word of God, originating outside of man. This is particularly
important to understand in a culture dominated by the subjectivity of postmodernism. Truth cannot be subjective;
there is no such thing as your truth or my truth. Truth is forever fixed. Authentic Christianity has always held that
Scripture is absolute, objective truth. The Bible is God’s truth regardless of whether a person believes, understands,

or likes it. It is permanent and universal truth, and therefore is the same for everyone. Deuteronomy 4: 2

and Revelation 22: 18-19 warn against adding to or taking away from Scripture, lest one suffer the plagues

recorded therein. Proverbs 30: 5-6 states: “Every word of God is tested; He is a shield to those who take refuge in

Him. Do not add to His words or He will reprove you, and you will be proved a liar.” The Bible is God’s Word to

man—inspired, objective, and absolute truth.

Greek Pasta Salad

Ingredients

Greek Pasta Salad:

*11/2 cups, 9-10 oz, orzo pasta

*1/4 red onion, about 1/3 cup, diced small

*1 red bell pepper (or 1/2 red, 1/2 green), chopped small

*2 tablespoons fresh oregano or 2 teaspoons dried oregano : )
*15 oz can chickpeas, 1 1/2 cups, drained Greek Salad Dressing:

*1/3 cup kalamata olives, sliced *1/4 cup red wine vinegar

*2 cups thin skinned cucumber, chopped small *1/4 cup lemon juice

*1 pint cherry tomatoes, halved or quartered *1 teaspoon dijon mustard

*1/2 cup fresh parsley, finely chopped *2 garlic cloves, pressed or minced
*1/4 cup basil and/or mint for garnish if desired *2 teaspoons dried oregano

*6—8 oz feta cheese (sheep’s feta is the best!), optional *1 teaspoon salt

*1/2 teaspoon black pepper

Instructions *1/2 cup olive oil

1.Cook the pasta according to the package directions in salted water. Drain and rinse with cool water and
set aside.
2.Make the dressing by whisking together red wine vinegar, lemon juice, dijon mustard, garlic, dried
oregano, salt, and black pepper. Drizzle in olive oil, whisking all the while to emulsify.
3.Add diced red onions and a 1/2 cup of the vinaigrette to a large bowl. Allowing them to marinate while
you prepare the remaining ingredients.
4.Add bell peppers next along with oregano, chickpeas, and kalamata olives.
5.Add cucumbers, tomatoes and parsley. Toss altogether. Add in cooked orzo pasta, 1/4 cup more of
dressing and cubed feta cheese (if using). Gently mix.
6.Taste and adjust flavor adding more dressing, salt, pepper and a squeeze of lemon if needed.

Toss with basil and mint just before serving.
